 15 Hours Free Child Care – All 3 and 4 year olds in England already get 15 hours a week, or 570 hours a year of free early education.

30 Hours Free Child Care – If you are living and working in England, parents of 3 and 4 year olds may be entitled to 30 hours free child care from September 2017.  In order to be able to claim 30 hours free Child Care you must meet ALL of the following:
· Your child is either 3 or 4 years old
· Both parents must be working – or the sole parent is working in a lone parent family
· Each parent earns, on average, a weekly minimum equivalent to 16 hours at National Minimum Wage or National Living
If you don’t meet all these criteria, the good news is that you’ll still qualify for the 15 hours free childcare that is currently available.

When you apply, you’ll be confirming that you need child care so that you and partner, if you have one, can work.  If successful, you will get a code (number) to give to us, with your child’s birth certificate and proof of address.

How do I apply for Funding? – You can apply for your Free Child Care, Tax Free Child Care, Tax Credit for Child Care, Universal Credits for Child Care, Child Care Vouchers or Care to Learn Payments at www.childcarechoices.gov.uk.  It is one single application but you can check your eligibility for both 15 and 30 hour schemes.  You may need to quote this school information:

How do I apply for a Place? – You can apply for a place at Yoxford & Peasenhall Nursery by completing and returning the PAF Form included in this pack.

Extended Schools Clubs – At Yoxford & Peasenhall we offer the following Clubs:
Breakfast Club – Monday-Friday 8.00am – 8.30am - £2.50 per session 
After School Club – Monday/Tuesday/Thursday 3.15pm-4.15pm - £3.50 per session
Extended School Club – Monday/Tuesday/Thursday 3.15pm-5.00pm – Monday-Thursday - £10 per session

School Dinners, Snacks & Milk – Our school is fortunate to have its own 5* hygiene rated Kitchen with Mrs Wigan preparing nutritious and healthy ‘home-cooked’ meals.
Lunches – we offer a variety of meals including a hot dinner, a vegetarian dinner, Jacket Potato with a choice of fillings, a side selection (Fruit or Vegetable Sticks), and a dessert (cake, crumble, yoghurt etc).  School lunches are £2.53 per day and children order them at registration with their nursery teacher.
Snacks – We offer a mid-morning snack every day cooked by Mrs Wigan, such as Watermelon, Pizza, Fruit Salad, Sausage Roll and Cheese Straw which are 30p – small portion/60p – large portion and can be ordered through the school office.
Milk – children up to their 5th birthday receive free milk every day.
Dietary Needs – all dietary needs can be catered for-please speak to the school office.

Uniform – As Yoxford & Peasenhall Nursery is part of the Primary School, all children wear the schools’ uniform which is:
· Purple school cardigan or round-necked Jumper (can be ordered online from Brigade Clothing)
· Book bag (can be ordered online from Brigade Clothing)
· Change of clothes in case of toilet accidents
· Wellington boots
· Plimsolls with non-marking soles
· PE Kit Purple T Shirt, Black/Dark Grey Shorts, warm top/jogging bottoms (for cold weather), trainers

Payment to School – Correspondence, forms and monies should be placed in the Post Box in the school reception, which will be collected by the School Office.

Handover & Collections – Parents and Carers are asked to hand over their children in the main playground at the beginning of a morning session.  For the afternoon session, children will be handed over to the teacher in the Nursery classroom and collected from the main playground at the end of the day.

SEND & Medical Needs – We fully support children with SEND and medical needs and have staff trained to assist children with a variety of needs, as well as access to a fully trained SENDCO and other external agencies.
